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Warm up:
Share about an actual dream that you remember, perhaps a recurring dream, a funny dream, a dream you’ve had recently or a dream with particular significance.
Share what personally impacted you most from the weekend message.

Dig in:

Leaders --- Review Joseph’s family tree, taken from information in Genesis 29:31 through 30:24 and  35:16-18.  Perhaps draw out an actual family tree for your group to see.  This is helpful information for better understanding Joseph’s family dynamics and the origin of the 12 tribes of Israel.
· Jacob & wife Leah:  Reuben, Simeon, Levi, Judah, Issachar, Zebulun, Dinah

· Jacob & Rachel’s servant Bilhah:  Dan, Nephtali

· Jacob & Leah’s servant Zilpah:  Gad, Asher

· Jacob & Rachel:  Joseph, Benjamin

Read Genesis 37:1—11.

What were the circumstances that caused Jacob to favor Joseph over his brothers? (Reference Genesis 29:30, 37:3)  How did this favoritism affect family dynamics in Jacob’s household?

Imagine yourself as a sibling listening to Joseph share his dreams.  How would you react?  Share with the group your thoughts and feelings.  How do you think Joseph felt about his brother’s response?
Why did Jacob rebuke Joseph for articulating his dream?  And what does it mean that Jacob “kept the matter in mind”?
Live out:

How can you discern the difference between dreams for yourself and dreams God has for you?

Share about a life dream that you had as a child or teen and what killed or fueled that dream.

Who has been someone safe in your life, someone you can freely share your dreams with?  What characteristics of this person make him/her a “safe” place to share those dreams?

Pray for one another, specifically asking God to reveal His dreams for your lives.  Also pray for KCC, staff and congregation, as we pursue with urgency the mission God has given us.
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
