Share about a person who has been influential in your life regarding generosity.
Share what personally impacted you most from the weekend message.
Dig in:

Read Genesis 41:47 – 42:24
Additional background for Small Groups: Even through Joseph’s success in Egypt, he did not abandon his heritage. He gave his two sons Hebrew names: Manasseh (forget) signified that God made him forget his misery of separation from his family and Ephraim (fruitful) signified that God made him fruitful in the land of Egypt.
God gave Joseph specific interpretations to the Pharaoh’s dreams. How did he steward the interpretations with action? 

How does Joseph’s stewardship of resources and divinely appointed position go beyond Egypt to impact other countries?
Why do you think Jacob sent his sons to Egypt to buy food, all except the youngest Benjamin? Vs 42:1-5

Joseph recognized his brothers but they did not recognize him. Why do you think the brothers did not recognize their younger brother? 

Joseph tested his brothers by accusing them to be spies. They are then jailed for three days, released and one is bound and taken from them. Who is the one and why?
Live out:

Share a time in your life when God has blessed you with resources that exceeded your need? How did you handle having abundance?
The names given to people were of great importance in biblical times. What is the meaning of your name? How does it represent who you are?
Joseph stewards his gift of dream interpretation and his position of leadership.  How are you stewarding your gifts? How can we as a group provide encouragement and opportunity for using our gifts?

Pray for those in your group who are unsure of their gifts and how to use them.  Affirm those who are already using their gifts.  Pray that God will prompt the whole family of KCC to step into their giftedness.  
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
