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Warm Up:
What is one of the best gifts you have ever received?  What made it so special?
Looking back at your notes from this weekend’s message, was there anything that particularly caught your attention, challenged you or confused you?
Dig In:
Read Romans 8:15—16

How does using adoption terminology better help you understand your relationship with God?

What does verse 16 mean?  How has this been true in your spiritual journey?

Read I Corinthians 12:11

What message does it give to the Holy Spirit when you reject the gifts given to you, desiring the gifts of others?
What is the best response to the Holy Spirit’s giving you specific gifts?
Read Ephesians 4:11-13  
Why are these particular gifts the examples Paul uses in this passage?
Whose responsibility is it to equip people for ministry?  Whose responsibility is it to carry out ministry?

How does each person using his/her gifts to benefit the church as a whole?  How does it benefit individuals?

Read Romans 12:4-5
Why has God designed the body of Christ in such a way that each person’s function is unique?
What does it mean that the members of the body “belong to all the others”?  How does using your gifts contribute to this sense of belonging?

Live Out:
Why are we so prone to elevate certain gifts over others?  What are the consequences of that mindset?
“KCC cannot fully realize its God-given vision and mission unless every part of the body uses his/her gifts in ministry.”  Do you agree with this statement?  Why or why not?  How does it encourage or challenge you? 

What are some obstacles that get in the way of people using their gifts?  How can those be overcome?

What are your spiritual gifts and how are you using them in ministry?
Offer prayers of thanksgiving to God for the way He designed the church to live and function.  Pray for group members who are struggling to discover and use their gifts.  Pray for KCC as a church that the Holy Spirit would work in hearts to motivate more and more people to use their gifts in ministry.  
Next steps:  Affirm group members already using their gifts to serve.  Consider taking the S.H.A.P.E. class as a Small Group (upcoming dates April 13 & 20 and June 22 & 29).
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
